SUPPORT FOR NEW 
IMMIGRANTS (OLIM)
In absorption centers across Israel, your support 
gave children moments of routine, relief, and 
stability amid uncertainty.

Across 15 absorption centers, social and 
educational activities reached 3,500 
residents, including 1,500 children.
